The TIS should
include Interstate 5, Interstate 80, State Route 51 (Business 80), State Route 99, State
Route 160, US Highway 50 and State Route 16. The TIS should consider all possible
traffic impacts to all ramps, ramp intersections, and mainline segments. The “Guide
for Preparation of Traffic Impact Studies” can be found on our website at:

We would be
pleased to meet with the City to discuss scoping issues related to the State Highway
System and would appreciate the opportunity to review the draft scope of the TIS
before the Study begins.

(LOS) analysis of the effected State highway facilities.

- General Plan Build-out Only: Trip assignment and peak hour LOS analysis.
Include current land uses and other pending general plan amendments.
